It is Sunday

What do you do with the day of the Lord?

This is the day which the Lord has made; let
us rejoice and be glad in i(Ps. 118: 24). With these
prophetical words the Psalmist welcomes the Day of
the Lord. Every day is made by the Lord, and each
day we should be glad and give Him thanks. Heds th
Giver of time, of daylight, of everything on earéimd
of our lives. He made everything for us and our joy
but one day of the week is His day. That is Sunday,
the Day of the Lord.

Every Sunday is a commemoration of the
Resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ. The Lord’s
Resurrection, as Saint Paul says, is the essere of
faith (1 Cor.15:4). It is the hope for our own
resurrection (I Peter 1:3). We rejoice in the
Resurrection of our Lord and are glad for it, tosi
indeed, together with the creation, God’s greajiist
to us.

In addition to the Resurrection of the Lord,
on Sundays we remember the descent of the Holy
Spirit on the Apostles and on His Church (see Acts,
chapter 2). The physical Church -- as a body of
faithful people -- was established on Pentecost
Sunday, after the preaching of the Apostles (Acts
2:41). The Revelation which St. John received en th
Lord’s Day (Rev. 1:10) suggests that the Second

Coming of our Lord will also take place on Sunday.

Keeping Sunday holy is one of the tenants of
our faith. We are known as Christians because we
keep Sunday as our holy day. Therefore, dear
Christian, if you understand the importance and the
meaning of Sunday for your faith, for your church,
and for your salvation, then | am sure your
conscience will ask you this inevitable questilbiis
Sunday morning. What do you plan to do with the
Day of the Lord?

Are you going to use His day to talk -- to
have a chat -- with the LordWill you plan to take
time and pray this day? The best way to pray is
together with God'’s children in His house. In the
Church our God makes Himself available to us. He
listens to our petitions, answers our requests, and
rejoices in our faith, our thanksgiving, and loee f
Him. The Lord is in his holy templsays the Psalmist
the Lord is on his heavenly throne (Ps. 12: 4)

Are you going to visit with the Lord on His
Day, and worship Him in His churchAre you just
going to choose to ignore Him, or, even worse, not
even remember Him at all? Do you think you have
better things to do: cutting the grass, perhaps, o
fixing the house, or sleeping away your salvation?
Let's remember, we have seven days given to us by
Him in which we can do all these other things. Why
would we steal His day away from Him?

Are you going to partake of a meal with Hinthe meal is provided by Him, and it is Himself. ®¥fhwe
partake of this meal, Holy Communion, we partak€bfist Himself. There is no excuse to refuse Hird the
invitation to the banquet which He gives at thei@iiliturgy every Sunday in honor of His Son, oard. Jesus

Christ.

In one of the parables told by our Lord (Matthew1224) we hear that a King issued an invitatioattend

a wedding banquet, but many refused to come. Tihg fvho represents God in the parable ) becamearggry
with those who refused His invitation to the bartqtiene king was enraged. He sent his army and dgstidhose
murderers and burned their cityMatthew 22: 7). If we do not respect Sundays, ' &€8dy, by refusing His
invitation to honor His Son, should we then wonaled ask why our cities are destroyed by fire, bgdk, and by
earthquakes?

Let us not make light of the Lord’s Day, for by dgiso we make light of our God who gives us lifeglkh,
wealth, and everything we have. Let’s not take Swyador granted, for by doing so, we in fact takedgranted as
well as risk our own salvation and our everlastifeg

In lume lucrurile merg cam anapoda. Se aud zgoa®igzboi, avem uragane, cutremure, innuiida
usaciunisi focuri iesite din sub control. Reéia noastk la aceadgtsitugie este dutdl. Cele mai multe voci spun:
“Se apropie sfgitul lumii. Semnele sunt pe noi.” lar alte voci spiNe bate Dumnezeu pentricptelesi
maraviile noastre”

Sunt acestea semnele si@dui lumii si venirea de a doua a Domnului lisus#spunsul nu poate fi decat
pozitiv. Aceste evenimente tragice fac parte dinrsgde premergoare sfaitului lumii.

Dar, iati ce spune Domnul lisus referitor la aceste serA8evei auzi de tizboaiesi de svonuri de
razboaie, lua seama & nu arsmpiimantai, caci toate trebuie &fie, dar in@ nu-i sfagitul. Ci neam peste neam
se va ridica..si va fi foameteai ciuma si cutremur mare pe-alocuri. Da toate acestea surardnceputul durerilor
nasterii.” ( Matei 24: 4-8). Apoi Domnul lisus descrie altense care preced stftul, precum: propo&duirea
Evangheliei Tn toatlumea, scurtarea zilelor, intunecarea soasetididerea stelelor din cei altele (vezi Matei 24:
14, 22si 29).

Dar cand vine sféitul lumii nu stie decat Dumnezeu Tt “lar de ziuasi de ceasul acela nimeni nu
stie,” spune Domnul, fici Tngerii din ceruri, nici Fiul, ci numai Tat” (Matei 24: 36). De aceea Domnul ne
indeami: “Asadar, priveghea caci nustizi Tn care zi vine Domnul vostruMatei 24: 41).

Privitor la Tnelegerea acestor necazuri din lume ca pedeapBatanezeu, lucrurile par gin mai
complicate. Dg stim ca Dumnezeu este Indelungpdator, si iertator si este iubire, nu puteniiu recunogtem
dreptatea lui Dumnezeagrasplata dreapatpentru faptele noastre bune sau rele. Dumnezgteumoralitatea,
injustitia, ura Tntre oameni, lipsa de #gginta si iertare pentru aproapele noastiugltele. Pentru aceste lucruri
Dumnezeu pedepge, cel mai des ca $ndrepte, prin acte devastatoare.

Ceea ce supa pe Domnul este mai ales nerespectarea zilei dglijarea Duminicii. Nerespectarea
Duminici a devenit atat de generaliz#tre cregtini ci invita cu necesitate corectura lui Dumnezeu. Pentru a
intelege aceasta, in cele ce urnieaz opresc ptin asupra Parabolei ntirfiului de imparat de la Matei 22: 1-14.

In aceast parabai, Domnul lisus aseanina Impiaratia lui Dumnezeu cu un Trdpat “caresi-a facut nuni
fiului Sau.” Cand toate au fost prétge, elsi-a trimis slujitorii pentru cagsanune pe invitai si sa-i adud la nuna.
Dar acatia “fara i fina seama, s-au dus, unul farin sa, altul la negtéitoria lui; iar ceilalfi, punand méana pe
slujtorii sai, i-au batjocoritsi i-au omoréat.”

Regele din parabol este Dumnezeuill unta este oferit de El in onoarea Fiulii sel iubit, Domnul
lisus. Banchetul nuii este de fapt Sf. Liturghie, iar mancaggdautura, Sfanta Impikanie. Ziua nuti este
desigur Duminica, ziua Domnului, ziua Invierii Domuai lisus.

Noi, crestinii (si toti oameni), suntem cei chegnai respectm ziua Domnului, prin participarea la nunta
dat Fiului Sau, la Sf. Liturghiesi prin primirea mandrii si bauturii vestnice, Sfanta Tmp#iganie. Atunci cand
refuzim invitatia Ta&lui nostru cel ceresc pentru diferite motive naw@s®@m cu invitaii de la nunta impratului.
Pentru interese materiale, ca ingrijiragnei (tradus n limbajul nostru céitea ierbi, lucrarea Tn gdina din jurul
casei, Imbuatatirile la cag) sau pentrimeguyatorie (acum putem face curigpurii si vinde orice in ziua Domnului)
refuzim pe Tall cel ceresc, iar pe slujitorii lui 1i batjocoriraw chiar 7i maltraim si-i respingem.
